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ROMsmay be placedin the sparesidewaysROM socketswhich aresituatedto the East(right) of the main
Master circuit board toward the front. To insert a ROM follow these instructions carefully.

1. To getto the board,ensurethatthe computeris disconnectedrom the mainssupplyandundothe four
large screws that are on the bottom of the machine labelled 'FIX'.

2. Locatetherow of four socketghatareto the eastsideof the circuit boardjust abovethe cartridgesocket
connectors.

3. Thetop of thesefour socketscontainsthe 1Mbit ROM, the otherthreesocketsshouldbe empty,unless
you have added other ROMs.

4. If the centreof the threeemptysockets(IC 27) is vacantthenput your rom in this socketmakingsure
that the half moon notch on the end of the chip is pointing towards the power supply.

5. If the centresocketis not vacant,thenputthe chip in eitherthe bottomsocket(IC 41) or the top vacant
socket(IC 37) making surethat the half moonnotchon the endof the chip is pointing towardsthe power

supply.

6. If youputthechipin aslC 41, youwill needto changdink 18to its westposition. If you putthechipin
asIC 37, youwill needto changelink 19 to its west position. Both of theselinks are threepins with a
movable connector. Link 18 is just above link 12 so make sure that you do not confuse the two.

7. Check that none of the pins on the chip are bent under, then reassemble the machine.

The ROM shouldnow appearon the ROM table,whenyou type *ROMS. If it doesnot, thencheckthatit
has been inserted correctly and the links moved accordingly.

In the caseof a replacemenROM, suchasthe new DFSrom, you will needto unplugthe old version. As
thesearepartof the 1IMBit ROM, this mustbe donein softwareusingthe*UNPLUG <rom no.>command.
For example if you have just inserted the new DFS chip you should then do:

*UNPLUG 9 <return> then press <CTRL + BREAK>
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
