Digital broadcasting will change the basic 
dynamics of television viewing, according to 
independent technology analysts Ovum. In its

report "Digital Television: The Competitive 
Challenge", published in October, Ovum says the 
development of digital television will result in the 
convergence of PC and TV functions. Users will need 
to buy either a set-top box or a new TV to receive 
digital television. But Ovum thinks that consumers 
will be prepared to pay rather than miss out on the 
increased channels, better picture and interactive 
services that digital television will offer.
